Therefore, students may be excused temporarily from school attendance for the following reasons: (1) Illness or quarantine; (2) B
serious illness in family; (3) Weather so inclement as to endanger the health of the child; (4) Observance of major religious holida
be excused for other exceptional reasons with approval of the school administrator.

A student’s understanding of the importance of day-to-day schoolwork is an important factor in the shaping of character.  Parents
children by refusing to allow them to miss school needlessly.
