The interscholastic athletic program is divided into fall, winter, and spring seasons.

FEBRUARY VACATION* 
SPRING THIRD MONDAY IN MARCH THROUGH THE FIRST WEEKEND IN JUNE*

Within each season the school offers a variety of sports programs.  Many of the teams have multiple levels.  
VARSITY, JV AND FRESHMAN TEAMS are generally provided for FOOTBALL, SOCCER, FIELD HOCKEY, BASKETBALL, 
BASEBALL, SOFTBALL AND LACROSSE.  For other sports, VARSITY and a COMBINED JV/FRESHMAN TEAM or a 
VARSITY TEAM only is provided.

ADMINISTRATION OF THE PROGRAM 
The Director of Athletics administers the interscholastic athletic program at Concord-Carlisle High School.  The 
Director of Athletics is responsible for the direct supervision of the coaches and individual programs that comprise 
interscholastic athletics at CCHS, as well as all daily operational procedures.  The Athletic Director is also 
responsible for the evaluation of all head coaches each season.  Head coaches evaluate all other coaches of their 
particular activity. 
 
Coaches are responsible for their respective squads.  They establish and distribute on the first day of tryouts for their 
teams a written statement of the criteria for selection of the team and the specific rules and regulation for team 
members.  This statement includes the general criteria and rules, which apply to all sports, as well as any criteria or 
rules that are specific to the particular sport.  All statement must be clear, must be approved by and placed on file 
with the Athletic Director. 
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
